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Intermediate Course
Emphasizes the pathology of abdominal 
disease as “seen by the eyes of Ultrasound.”

Lectures will cover disease of the major 
abdominal organs and the techniques utilized to 
�nd the smaller organs such as the adrenal and 
the pancreas.  The curriculum uses case studies 
to help participants understand the image within 
the patient�s presenting signs.  
A lecture module will cover biopsy techniques of 
the major organs.  The three-hour laboratories
each afternoon include hands-on scanning of 
dogs with one instructor per three students 
and will include a biopsy component using 
phantoms.  Participants will advance their skills 
in creating and interpreting images.
