· Demonstrate that you are knowledgeable about the host country and CCF, particularly addressing issues of safety and security.

· Concisely describe your preparation for this experience, including your preparation for the cultural experience and previous travel to that region of the world or a specific cultural/social experience that draws you to the region.

The final version must be submitted as a PDF format using your last name.pdf to name your proposal. Prior to uploading the final version, check for clarity and completeness, typos, and any figure and text viewing quality.
