WHAT DO WE DO?
• The SeaDoc Society brings together key stakeholders, including federal, provincial, Tribal,

state, and non-governmental organizations, to prioritize needs for targeted marine wildlife
and ecosystem health research. It provides high-quality scientific information specifically
where and when it is needed to improve management and achieve conservation.

• The SeaDoc Society funds targeted and essential research that is used by managers,
stakeholders, and private citizens to make informed decisions regarding marine wildlife. A
blue-ribbon panel of scientists helps ensure that funded research is of high quality and is
relevant. Since its inception in January 2000, The Seadoc Society has invested over $1.3 million
in these important research projects for the region.
